T he National Of-

fice of the 

United Church of 

Christ recently an-

nounced that they had 

dispersed several hun-

dred thousands of 

dollars to eight black 

colleges.  This money 

came from the Daniel 

Hand Fund.   

In 1817, 16 year old 

Daniel Hand left Con-

necticut to pursue his 

fortune in the South.  

His business thrived, 

enduring the Civil 

War.  Hand, moved by 

the plight of the slave 

families around him, 

established a perma-

nent fund for the edu-

cation of slaves and 

their descendants in 

1888.  His $1 million 

donationɂan aston-

ishing sum at the 

timeɂwas made to 

the American Mission-

ary Association (AMA) 

on behalf of
